California SBDC is an Asset for the State
· $12 million in Federal Funding that can be aligned with multiple state agencies, programs and priorities—ability to leverage existing programs within the state.
· Unmatched ability to track, measure and report on quantifiable economic impact of governmentally-funded programs—ability to leverage tracking capabilities to state programs.
· Largest locally-integrated California network of business professionals focused specifically on small business success—ability to quickly “get the word out” about state priorities and/or implement outreach programs.
California SBDC can and should be the connecting point between California’s small businesses and the state agencies needing to connect with them.

California SBDC Legislative Priorities
· Draw down all of the $12 million in federal funding allocated to the California SBDC.  
· Secure new state agency partners that can leverage up to $5 million of SBDC’s currently un-matched federal funding. (Federal funds can be used to expand numerous state-funded programs and projects targeting small business success.)  
· Increase awareness of California SBDC’s proven ability to produce economic impact among elected officials and state agencies.

Call to Action
· Encourage state agencies to utilize SBDC as a mechanism to reach businesses at the local level.
· Encourage state agencies to work with SBDC as a mechanism to measure economic impact of business-focused programs.
· Identify state agencies with existing small business programs and priorities to assist in leveraging SBDC’s federal funding.
